MY RIVER

he River Moskva is the Russian cap-

ital’'s most conspicuous emblem,
and we want to make it beautiful and
accessible in all parts of the city. Devel-
opment of the riverside areas along the
Moskva is producing a quality of life for
the modern megalopolis which is on an
utterly different and higher level than
before. We are reviving enormous areas
of land which were occupied by aban-
doned factories or industrial zones or
have simply fallen into dereliction. We
are developing and improving the river.
In this respect it is difficult to exaggerate
the importance of having a single city
operator to tie together all the complex

and multifaceted aspects of urban-plan-
ning activity and make it possible to
translate design solutions into realized
reality in a short space of time while
remaining true to the initial concept
devised by the winners of the interna-
tional competition to develop the River
Moskva. For several years now the State
Research and Design Institute for Urban
Development of the City of Moscow has
been successfully coordinating realiza-
tion of this urban megaproject. At the
same time, the institute is independently
devising both large systematic proposals
for riverside areas and solutions for local
sites in these areas.

Urban development of the riverside areas
along the River Moscow will allow us to
substantially improve the structure of the
urban fabric. Dozens of new public spac-
es with zones for walking in, cafés, and
children’s playgrounds will be created. By
2024 more than 100 km of embankment
will have been upgraded and more than
50 km of new embankment will have
been built. This will allow us to create a
more comfortable environment in Mos-
cow. Measures will be taken to link the
riverbanks; 17 bridges will be built across
rivers in the city. In this way the permea-
pbility of previously inaccessible districts
along the River Moskva will be improved.

ne of the main priorities for the

development of Moscow is to
improve the comfort and convenience
of living in our city.

It is precisely for this reason that
Moscow, like other megalopolises in
the world, is continuing to look for
optimal solutions for its riverside are-
as. Moscow'’s principal aguatic artery
is a highly important recreational and
revitalizing resource for citizens and
an engine driving the regeneration of
the city as a whole. Reconstruction of
the embankments involves creating
pedestrian, running, and cycle paths
and new public spaces, including chil-
dren’s playgrounds and sports areas,
areas for walking in, and beach zones.
All this will make it possible to create
conditions whereby Muscovites can
both relax in comfort by the water’s
edge and take part in active sports; it
will also substantially improve the city’s
ecological framework.

he current trend in development

of capital cities is harmonious and
effective use of assets for urban develop-
ment. One key such asset is a city’s river.
Creation of riverside areas, transforma-
tion of such areas, and quests for new
urban-planning solutions for historical
embankment areas are a global trend and
a strategy by which to create a highly
comfortable environment, influence a
city’s image, change how cities look, and
increase capitalization of adjacent areas.
Successful examples are the embank-
ments of Barcelona, Amsterdam,
New York, Bilbao, and London; these
embankment areas have been made part
of the social life of the cities in which they
are situated.
Following world practice, the Moscow
authorities decided to launch new sce-
narios for urban life in the city’s riverside

areas and create a qualitatively different
visual image for the river. In 2014 an inter-
national competition was held for pro-
posals for urban development of areas
abutting the River Moskva. This competi-
tion was the starting point for far-reach-
ing changes. Realization of the devel-
opment concept has already involved
the upgrading of tens of kilometres of
embankments with the result that the
embankments of the Moskva are becom-
ing centres of attraction and social life
for those who live in the city. Pedestrian
and vehicular bridges are being designed
and built and new sites that are emblem-
atic of the city are coming into existence.
Zaryadye Park is one example. The water-
side area will become accessible to the
public and Moscow’s principal aguatic
artery, until now a ‘barrier’, will become a
connecting link in the city’s structure.

competition was held in 2014 in the

Russian capital to find a concept for
urban development of territories abut-
ting the River Moskva. The competition
demonstrated the depth of interest in
this subject and revealed prospects and
possible scenarios for development of
riverside territories. Its winner was a
consortium headed by Proekt Meganom,
together with whom in 2015 the Moscow
Architecture Committee created a fur-
ther concept for urban development of
riverfront territories until 2035. In Decem-
ber 2016 the city’s executive appointed
the State Research and Design Institute
for Urban Development of the City of
Moscow to be the sole city operator
for realization of the concept of urban
development of territories abutting the
River Moskva and Khimki Reservoir. In
2018 the institute was given responsibility
for coordinating projects devised for the

embankments of the River Moskva with
regard to interaction with the executive
authorities on the federal and regional
levels and with investors. We updated
the concept proposed by the compe-
tition winners and raised it to a new
level in its approach to developing ter-
ritories in terms of urban planning and
architectural and spatial design. Today
development of the riverfront territories
of the River Moskva is a megaproject
whose purpose is to create a continuous
linear city centre with an identically high
quality of urban environment, public
spaces, and public amenities along its
full extent. Our objective is deep analysis
of various aspects and determination of
the parameters for urban development
of territories, strategic planning, and
development of design solutions for
individual sites, while also coordinating
planners and developers and checking

their design proposals for compliance
with the key principles which we have
elaborated together with the Moscow
Architecture Committee and which been
approved by the city’s executive. These
principles are: territorial coherence,
creation of public spaces, a well-devel-
oped social infrastructure, high-quality
areas of vegetation, landscaping of the
embankments, formation of a proper
riverfront, and preservation of local
identity — in short, everything that ensures
a systematic approach to improving the
quality of the urban environment. An
important part of our work is identifying
the interests of the urban community:
we have used mass sociological surveys
of residents and visitors to the riverside
territories and embankments to deter-
mine what kind of amenities are needed
in these locations if people are to enjoy
comfortable leisure.

The process of designing the riverside areas

is laborious, consists of many stages, and in-
volves getting to know the embankment
‘personally’, including through detailed study of
the technical documentation and research into
what makes the waterfront distinctive. You have
to relate the idea to the technical characteris-
tics of the site and inscribe this idea organically
into the city’s complex fabric. For instance, the
idea of the pedestrian bridge to Dorogomilovo

was dictated by requirements of urban planning.

When conducting on-site research, we became
even more convinced that this is what is need-
ed: the new bridge will enhance the strong im-
pression made by the views of the embankment
that open up from here.

Institute for Urban Development of the
City of Moscow (hereinafter ‘the
Institute’) was commissioned by the city
of Moscow to serve as the city’s operator
and coordinator of projects with a view
to realizing the concept for urban devel-
opment of territories abutting the River
Moskva and Khimki Reservoir. This work
took us on a fascinating ‘journey’ involving
systematic study of an enormous body of
material, as well as strategic planning and
design of unique urban riverside spaces.
The Institute’s systematic approach and

The majestic buildings of the Northern River
Station have been an emblem of Moscow
since they opened in 1937. Today we find here
well located modern recreational areas, sports
areas, and the industrial areas of the port. The
nearby yacht centre has already become the
focus for the district as a whole. Neverthe-
less, the territory has no shared embankment.
Here we see a break in the connection with
the group of buildings of the River Station.
The project for developing the embankments
must bind into a single space the surviving
monuments from the 1930s, the existing pe-
destrian infrastructure, and modern buildings.

needs, systematic transformation of
manufacturing areas along the river,
harmonization of the urban environment,
activization of items of cultural heritage,
creation of new tourist routes, and use of
the river’s potential as a transport route.
To draw up the Strategy, the Institute’s
specialists studied the experience

of cities in other countries, including
London, Bilbao, Paris, and Barcelona, and
investigated how best world practice
might be implemented in Moscow.

Of greatest interest to us was New York’s
Transforming the East River Waterfront
project.

of embankments, a key to successful
development of the riverside territories of
the East River was seen as activization of
the links between the river and adjacent
districts. This activization involves not
merely development of pedestrian links
within these districts, but also filling the
latter with a multiplicity of functions.

The approach taken ensures maximally
effective use of the river’s potential and
facilitates intensification of the scenario
for urban living.

This was the principle which the
institute’s specialists took as their basis
in developing concepts for Moscow’s
riverfront areas. We have concentrated
on creating and activating both
longitudinal routes along the riverfront
and transverse links providing access to
the Moskva.

Danilovsky Bridge the embank-
ments are to be reinforced and a
pedestrian link with adjacent ter-
ritories and cycle and running-
paths are to be created, with
account being taken of the previ-
ously devised planning proposals
for developing the local network
of streets and roads.

The embankments of the River Moskva in the dis-
trict of Moskvorechie-Saburovo are a cozy green
corner of the city and part of a unified zone of
recreation linking Borisovskie Ponds, Brateevsky
Cascading Park, Tsaritsyno, and Kolomenskoe.
At the beginning of the 20th century there were
plans for a recreation zone here, but these were
given up in favour of residential development.
The section of the embankment around the Sa-
burovo Residential Complex for Young People
plays an important role for citizens. Further de-
velopment will involve creation of a recreation
zone and a unigue promenade along the water’s
edge. The continuous recreation zone will make
it possible to link Brateevo, Tsaritsino, Borisovskie
Ponds, and Kolomenskoe.

Public spaces determine the identity
and uniqueness of urban territories
(including riverfront territories). In
devising the Strategy, the Institute
therefore based its work primarily

on the opinions of residents of
riverfront territories and visitors to
the embankments. In order to study
the needs of the main groups of
users, extensive sociological research
was carried out involving 4600
respondents.

Our sociological survey of residents
of, and visitors to, the embankments
from Mnevniki to the western part of
Nagatinskaya Water-meadows showed
that 30% of respondents view the
embankment as a route to walk along

31% of those questioned see this as

a territory of entertainments. 22% of
respondents perceive the embankment
as a continuation of their own back
yvard; what they need is children’s play
areas and recreational zones where
adults can picnic. According to 17% of
those asked, the embankment should
be a quiet and calm place where you
can be on your own and relax in the
midst of nature after a hard day’s work.
The opinion poll helped us establish
how Muscovites’ preferences regarding
how the embankments should be used
differ depending on where they live.

One of the key factors in effective
and sustainable development of
riverfront territories is well-grounded
evaluation of their potential from the
point of view of urban development.
Such evaluation makes it possible to
identify existing encumbrances and
restrictions on their use and to analyse
the risks and investment attractiveness
of particular sites.

During 2017-2019 the Institute’s spe-
cialists evaluated the urban potential of
a total of 12 270 hectares of riverfront
territory in the city of Moscow. The result
is a series of proposals for development
of riverfront territories in the zone of the
central stretch of the River Moskva.

The proposals for landscaping the
embankments include: creation of areas
of nature and vegetation for public use
along the River Moskva; creation of rec-

An
example of this kind of transformation is
the provisions made by the General Plan
for Development of the City of Moscow
until 2025 with regard to repurposing
the industrial sites situated between 3rd
Silikatny proezd and ulitsa Shenogina.

In order to create and develop con-
tinuous longitudinal and transverse
links ensuring maximal accessibility

of riverside zones for inhabitants and
connecting the embankments with

the adjacent territories of residential
neighbourhoods, the scenario provides
for creation of linear parks along the
embankments. One of these is to be
situated on the section of the river-
front from Filevsky Park to Ukrainsky
Boulevard.

Deep analysis of existing use of the
riverside territories and thorough-
going investigation of the site identi-
fied ‘depressive’ sections of the embank-
ments.

The Institute’s specialists carried out a
systematic historical and cultural inves-
tigation of the sections of the embank-
ments thus identified.

embankments are well-linked,
permeable, and accessible.

Proposals for developing the embank-
ments were drawn up taking into
account the individual features of each
riverside territory along the River
Moskva and incorporating instruments
for devising a design style for the
environment. This has led to the
planning solutions devised by the
Institute’s specialists winning recognition
from the professional community.

An important component of the
project for transformation of the
riverfront territories is that the river
should become part of the city’s
structure of public urban transport,
which structure should meet Moscow’s
development needs and supply the city’s
inhabitants and visitors with transport
services to the required standard.

In 2018, together with the Directorate
of the Moscow Transport Hub, the
Institute drew up a Concept for

urban-development calculations tell us
that they may be needed by the city’s
inhabitants, especially in view of the
residential complexes currently being
built in areas impacted by the river. The
northern transport route is to extend
from Mnevniki to City; the southern will
go from Ustynsky Bridge to Nagatinsky
zaton.

To devise a potential map of routes

for waterborne transport, analysis was
made of the possibility of integrating the
proposed quays into Moscow’s system
of urban passenger transport. Under the
proposed concept, transferring from the
quay to a metro station should take no
longer than 10 minutes.
